God’s work is undeniable, and we’re confident that even greater things await in 2025 as Lifebridge
impacts Orlando and beyond.

Just as this season invites us to reflect, it’s also a critical time for Lifebridge. Our fiscal year giving needs
are $4.5 million, and fulfilling our vision for 2025 depends on your continued generosity through tithes
and offerings.
